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To celebrate National Facial Protection Month in April, Dr. Wolterman provided a local girls softball team with 
free custom mouth guards.   
 
“All young athletes should play it safe by wearing mouth guards and other appropriate protective gear when 
participating in many sports and activities,” Dr. Wolterman says.  “Not only do mouth guards save teeth and 
protect jaws from breaks, they also may protect against injuries to the neck and central nervous system by 
decreasing the force transmitted through the jaw to the base of the skull.”  
 
Mouth guards can provide protection only when they are worn, so Dr. Wolterman reminds patients and all 
athletes to always wear them when participating in any activity during which the mouth might come into 
contact with a hard object or the pavement.

A Toothprints® impression also captures saliva, which 
is a powerful source of human scent, thus making the wafer effective 
for scent-dog tracking. The saliva also provides a DNA sample. 
 
“Obviously we hope that no parent ever had to use this identification 
tool,” says Dr. Wolterman, “but in the event that it is needed, you can 
be prepared.”
